To protect Lapu-Lapu’s marine resources, Mayor Paz C. Radaza signed with other
stakeholders a covenant aimed at conserving the rich biodiversity of the city’s seas.

For instance, there were 35,000 students who went out on the race
route to cheer and welcome the participants. Logistics, local police,
traffic enforcers, city engineering, city medical team including the city
veterinarian’s office in catching stray dogs to avoid them harming the
participants, local fishermen who diligently catched jellyfish within the
swimming route, city department heads and the community all made
significant contributions to make the event such a remarkable success.
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Hosting this year’s Ironman will surely have
positive effects on the different economic
activities of the city specifically for hotels and
resorts, restaurants, airline companies, airport
terminal and even the Small and Medium
Enterprises such as arts and crafts to mention a
few. Collaboration between the four cities
namely, Lapu-lapu city, Mandaue city, Cebu city,
Talisay city and the Cebu Province is noteworthy.
